	According to the requirements of Prop 227, we are offering several programs for our English language learners.  We have placed students in program one or two based upon their level of English fluency.

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	1.   Mainstream English

	
	This is the basic grade level educational program for all students.  The core curriculum is based upon world class standards adopted by the State of California and the East Whittier Board of Education.  English language learners (ELL) participate in this program and receive the core program, in English, with English language development (ELD) activities and sheltering of the instruction through specially designed academic instruction in English (SDAIE) assistance.  Core curriculum instruction is provided in language arts, mathematics, science, history/social studies, fine/applied arts and physical education.  A rating of 5, 4, or 3, on the CELDT qualifies an ELL for this program.  Students with a rating of 2 or 1 may also be placed in this program with parent/staff approval.  Student expectation:  One year’s growth for one year’s instruction in core curricular areas.

	2.   English Language Immersion Program – New Comer Program

	
	This program is a requirement of Proposition 227.  This English immersion program promotes acceleration of English language acquisition.  ELD/SDAIE support is provided.  Students may also receive limited native language support by the classroom teacher or a bilingual aide working under the direction of the teacher.  Nearly all instruction is in English and the curriculum and presentations are designed for children who are learning English.  Students with a rating of 1 or 2 and in US schools for 18 months or less are placed in this program unless parents/staff select the “Mainstream English” program.  Student Expectation:  Two levels of oral English language fluency during one year of placement.  Academic growth in the core curricular areas is also expected but may be delayed.

	3.   Transitional English Program as described below

	
	Alternative (ALT) Transitional:  This program provides a leveled approach to English language fluency and cognitive academic learning.  Students begin at a level of native language, ELD and SDAIE support in alignment with their score on the CELDT and Woodcock-Muñoz.  The amount of English language instruction is increased as the student progresses through the levels. Some subjects/classes are taught primarily in Spanish while others are taught primarily in English, until a gradual transition to a full English program is appropriate.  All subject areas are included.  A parental exception waiver is required for placement in this program.  Students under the age of ten must first participate in an immersion program for thirty (30) days.  If parents of 20 or more students in one grade level at the same school request the alternative program, the school is required to provide this program.  Student expectation is one level of English language fluency and one year’s growth for one year’s instruction in basic curricular areas.
