WELCOME TO KINDERGARTEN! 

 The purpose of back to school night is for the parents and 

teachers to become better acquainted, and to provide an 

opportunity to explain our kindergarten program to you.  This is 

your chance to look at th e curriculum that we will be using to 

become familiar with our objectives, expectations, and 

schedules, and to ask any questions you may have about the 

program.  We hope this handout will be a helpful resource for 

you.  

 

DROP- OFF and PICK UP PROCEDURES 

The Kindergarten  children sho uld arrive no earlier than 

7:50 a.m .  Children are to wait at the gate outside  the 

playground. Please stay with your child until the teacher 

arrives  at 7:55 a.m.  Dismissal is at 2:25  p.m. Please come 

early in order to find a park ing space on the street. The 

parking lot and circle drive are closed in the afternoon.  

On Tuesdays Kindergarteners will be dismissed at 1:25 p.m .  A ny 

student not picked up by 1:35 p.m.  will be taken to the office 

and only released to an adult on the emer gency card.  

 

SNACK/LUNCH 

 Students will be having a nutrition break during morning 

and afternoon recess.  In the morning children have the 

opportunity to buy milk (white & chocolate), and apple or orange 

juice for 30 ¢. You may also prepay for the whole wee k ($1.50).  

Please send in exact change and label money in an envelope or 

Ziploc and turn in to your childôs teacher. Children may also 

bring a healthy snack.  A half of a sandwich or a piece of fruit 
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is great!  You know your child, please select carefully .  Please 

donôt send candy or high sugar snacks.  

 

LUNCH 

 Kindergartners need  to bring o r buy lunch at school.  K eep 

it simple and healthy. Lunch is $1.50. Please send in exact 

change and label money with name and pin number in an envelope 

or Ziploc  bag .  I t is helpful if you help your child learn their 

pin number.  You may buy a weekly or month ly ticket in the 

cafeteria during mornings . Please let the teacher know if your 

child has a lunch account in the cafeteria. Children donôt 

always remember and we are not given that information from the 

cafeteria.
